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History of the Bermuda Bowl 
The first contract bridge world team championship was played in Bermuda in 1950 on 
the initiative of Bermuda resident Norman M. Bach. The contest was a three-way match 
among teams representing the United States, Great Britain (the European champion), 
and Europe (a combined Sweden-Iceland team). The Bermuda Challenge Cup, a gift of 
the Bermuda Government to the winners of that first championship, soon became 
known as the Bermuda Bowl. And the Bermuda Bowl evolved into the most prestigious 
event in the world.  

The next six Bermuda Bowl contests were two-team events held every year between 
the United States and the winners of the European Championships. They took place in 
various European and North American locations, but retained the title “Bermuda Bowl”. 

In 1958, the World Bridge Federation was formed, and began to arrange its member 
countries in geographical Zones, the basis even today for Bermuda Bowl eligibility. In 
1960, the WBF initiated the Team Olympiad contest every four years, so the Bermuda 
Bowl competitions shifted to three out of four years. In 1974 the WBF voted to conduct 
the Bermuda Bowl in odd-number years only. 

The contest began taking on its present world wide character. Currently 22 teams 
compete allocated by zones: six from Europe, three from North America, two from 
South America, two from Asia and the Middle East, one from Central America and the 
Caribbean, three from Pacific Asia, two from South Pacific, two from Africa, and the host 
country. 

At the turn of the century in 2000, the contest returned to Bermuda for the first time. 
This one showcased the best efforts of the members of the Bermuda Bridge Federation, 
and the strong support of the Bermudian Government and Ministry of Tourism, and the 
professional guidance of the World Bridge Federation. The Southampton Princess was 
a magnificent venue with the space and resources to handle all events under one roof, 
and even with a busy bridge schedule there was enough free time available for visitors 
to explore and enjoy the beauty and attractions of the island. There have been some 
fantastic World Championships in the past but this one was the cream of the crop.

3NT can always be made. West does best to 
lead a spade; South ducks the lead of the king, 
(to avoid giving East two late entries) or wins 
any small spade lead to prevent a heart shift 
from East. 
South drives out the club ace, planning to take a 
later diamond finesse and endplay West in 
hearts to lead a second diamond for him, or set 
up a diamond if either defender discards a 
diamond. West wins the club ace and can now 
cash three spades (declarer discarding a 
diamond then a heart) in which case West gets 
squeezed in the red-suits. Or the defense can 
take one or two spades, letting East shift to a 
heart. South rises with the ace, runs the diamond 
queen, then cashes the clubs and squeeze-
endplays West in the red-suits.
