We are honoured to be joined by two prominent guests: Sally Bugden, Chair of the 
English Bridge Union, and Rich DeMartino, the new ACBL president, pictured here 
with his wife Sandy. He has already made his presence felt at the tournament – he 
and Sandy are leading the two-session pair event from Vera Petty and Roman 
Smolski. 

We shall be interviewing Rich de Martino for tomorrow’s bulletin. Today we are 
delighted to welcome Sally Bugden to the tournament. Sally is Chairman of the 
English Bridge Union, in the second year of what is a maximum five-year term. We 
interviewed her today and asked her how she got to be where she is. 

Sally was not a bridge player until she married her husband James (who is here 
playing with her) in 1992. She learned the game in 1995, and was invited to stand for 
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her county, Sussex, in 2004. Later that year she was elected to the Board of the EBU; 
this is a group of ten policy makers who are selected to determine the general 
direction of the EBU, while day-to-day policy is in the hands of the General Manager. 
Sally became Chairman of the Editorial Board soon after that. 

When Peter Stocken took over as Chairman in 2006 Sally became his vice-chairman, 
and when Peter left in 2008 Sally became Chairman. In the year since his departure 
England has undertaken one of the most radical steps in its bridge history: 
membership is now by club affiliation and there are no annual dues.  

Instead you pay when you play. Typical costs are 29p to the EBU, 5p or so to the 
county, but the costs are levied on individual players. Those who wish to play in 
tournaments and not in clubs can still join the EBU directly. Contributions are 
capped at 150 games per year, and the money is used as a subsidy for the activities 
that the EBU thinks will revitalize the game or keep it going. Examples are 
subsidizing club teaching, and Tournament Directors training, running events for the 
less experienced player, and so on.  

It may be too soon to say if the project is an unqualified success, but we wish Sally 
and the EBU all success with the scheme.
